Sounds include early American music machin es playing their best to 
entertain you. Machines date from 1897 to 1911 and include flat disc and cylinder 
phonographs and music boxes that play perforated me tal discs that incorporate teeth 
to pluck a comb to produce tones similar to a piano . Two tours, one at 10 a.m. and one 
at 11 a.m. Pre-registration required and strictly l imited to 25 attendees at each tour. 

 
• The Jonathan Trumbull Jr. House, a museum owned b y the Town of Lebanon, will be  

open all day for 
visitors. Built prior to 1769, the house has woodwo rk in two parlors carved by Isaac 
Fitch andfeatures 8 corner fireplaces.
